         The land for Elsing Green on the Pamunkey River was acquired in the 17th century by 
Colonel John West, for whom the town of West Point was named. 
        After several other owners it was bought by William Gregory in 1820 and was owned by the 
Gregory family until the mid-1930s.  Edgar R. Lafferty, Jr., became the owner in 1950. 
        The index  shown here is from a book in which we documented the cemetery photo-
graphically. Copies of this book are available in the Library of Virginia, New Kent Heritage 
Library, New Kent Courthouse and Elsing Green.  The “Page” column in this index refers to the 
location of the photograph in the book.  
        In addition to the Gregory Cemetery, a Lafferty Cemetery is also on the property.  Buried 
there are Edgar Rivers Lafferty; Edgar Rivers Lafferty, Jr. ; Louise Taylor Lafferty and 
Margaret Wood Lafferty.
