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Internet Use Agreement
! 
Our Internet computers employ state-mandated filters. If you are age 18 or over, you may request that a staff member disable the filter for bona fide research purposes during your Internet session.

! 
You must present a Culpeper County Library card in good standing, to be granted access to the Internet.  You may schedule an hour appointment once per day on an Internet accessible computer. You must present your card to the Circulation Desk when you arrive for your appointment.

! 
You may reserve an Internet computer up to one week in advance.

! 
A parent or guardian’s signature is required for anyone under the age of 18.

! 
Children under the age of 8 must be accompanied by a parent or guardian while using the Internet.

! 
You may also use up to one hour of combined additional time by logging onto the self-serve computers with both your Library barcode number and a PIN (personal identification number) that you have chosen for your library account.

! 
Guests who are not eligible for a Culpeper County Library card may request a temporary number for logging onto the self-serve computers.

! 
If you make an appointment to use the Internet and are more than 15 minutes late, you will lose your appointment time. Another patron may use the remaining time.

! 
You will be charged $.05 per page for B&W and $.25 per page for color printing.  This covers the cost of the toner. You must check with library staff first if you wish to use different paper, but you will still be responsible for the cost of printing.

! 
No more than 2 people may use an Internet computer at the same time.

! 
If you abuse or misuse computer software or hardware, your Internet privileges will be suspended.

! 
If you use the Library’s Internet computers for any unlawful purpose, you may lose your Internet privileges and be subject to prosecution.

! 
Any violation of these rules may result in the temporary or permanent loss of your Internet privileges.
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! 
Virginia State Law, Code of Virginia 42.1-36.1 has been added relating to acceptable Internet use policies (AIUP). In compliance with the law, the Culpeper County Library Board has filed the following policy with the Librarian of Virginia, and in turn, the House Committee on Education, the House Committee on Science and Technology, and the Senate Committee on Education and Health.

! 
Virginia law prohibits the display of obscene material or of sexually explicit material In public places. As these Internet monitors are visible to all library patrons, we request your assistance in assuring compliance with state law.

! 
Computer resources may not be used to violate any applicable federal, state, or local law, ordinance, rule or regulation.

! 
The Library system does not monitor and has no control over the information accessed through the Internet and will not be held responsible for its content.

! 
Parents or guardians of minor children must assume responsibility for their children’s use of or exposure to the Internet through the Library’s connection.

! 
While the Library uses a filtering system on their computers to protect against access to visual depictions that are obscene, contain child pornography, or are harmful to minors, access to Internet sites containing “adult” content, as well as online communication with anonymous persons, is still possible. This is because no filter system has been found to be perfect, and there can be no guarantees that our filtering system will block undesirable sites 100% of the time. 

! 
All information provided on the Internet is not necessarily accurate, complete, or current, nor is it screened, monitored, or censored for material which is unacceptable to the user.

! 
Library staff cannot provide training concerning the Internet. If patrons have never used the Internet or have specific questions about the Internet, books may be checked out from the Library’s collection.

I have read and understand the foregoing policy for using the Internet computer in the Culpeper County Library. I understand that I am responsible for any loss or damage of the equipment that may occur during my use of the equipment. I also understand that Internet access is available on designated computers only.
